The Archdiocese of St. Louis has developed a new sys-
tem for safe environment compliance called Prevent and 
Protect STL.   
Everyone ministering to minors and vulnerable adults 
(clergy, employees and volunteers) in the Archdiocese 
are required and asked to register in the new system be-
fore December 31, 2020.  This includes those new to 
service and those who are currently in service.   
For those who have already attended a Protecting God’s 
Children workshop, your previous training date will trans-
fer to this new system.   
In addition to attending a live Protecting God’s Children 
workshop, all clergy, volunteers, and employees will regis-
ter for an updated background screening, view two new 
online training modules on abuse reporting and the Code 
of Ethical Conduct, and agree to the updated Code of Eth-
ical Conduct.

Palm Sunday of the Lord’s Passion: Humility 
 

While Jesus was experiencing crucifixion, suffering the 
death of one who was a criminal, people reviled Him saying, 
“You who would destroy the temple and rebuild it in three 
days, save yourself, if you are the Son of God, [and] come 
down from the cross!”  St. Thomas Aquinas once wrote that 
the cross exemplifies every virtue. Humility was certainly 
among those virtues.  Just as Jesus experienced a most 
humble birth in a manger surrounded by animals, He also 
suffered a most humble death.  The King of Kings and Lord 
of Lords is judged by a governor and suffers the death of a 
criminal.  He could have come down from 
the cross and freed Himself of the pain.  
Instead, He humbled Himself and died for 
you, for me, for all people.  One of the best 
responses we can have as we gaze upon 
the Crucified One is silence and contem-
plation.  We adore You, O Christ, and we 
praise You, because, by Your holy cross, 
You have redeemed the world.
